Instructions for Authors 

Due to changes in the publication policy of the Journal of Magnetism and Magnetic Materials, the organizing committee of ICMF 11 together with the members of the program and steering committee has decided to change the publication policy of ICMF too.

The Conference Proceedings of ICMF 11 will be published, partly in the Journal of Physics: Condensed Matter (JoPCM) (app. 40 - 60 manuscripts) and partly in Magnetohydrodynamics. 
Papers must be written in clear English and will undergo a strict peer review process by independent reviewers followed by a careful selection procedure by the program and steering committee. As a result of this process the papers with the highest scientific quality, providing the most original results will be selected for publication in JoPCM. Other manuscripts of outstanding quality will be published in Magnetohydrodynamics. 

Eight (8) printed pages including figures, tables and references are required for one paper. 

Oversized papers will be rejected. Papers with less than 8 pages will not be evaluated for publishing in Journal of Physics: Condensed Matter.

In case that your paper will be selected for publication in Magnetohydrodynamics, you will be requested to reduce your paper to a maximum 6 pages of the journal format.

In general, only papers containing original results of highest scientific quality will be accepted for publication. Manuscripts should not have been previously submitted, accepted for publication or published elsewhere. Furthermore they are not allowed to contain elsewhere copyrighted material. 

Papers should be submitted using the web page of ICMF 11 (www.saske.sk/icmf11) using the login information participants have received with their registration information. 

Deadline for the submission of manuscripts is June 30th, 2007. 

Papers received after the deadline will not be accepted for publication.

Please note that only one paper per registered participant will be published in the Conference Proceedings.
Papers not been written in accordance to these INSTRUCTIONS FOR AUTHORS will not be considered for publication.
