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Abstracts for NATO ARW can be submitted as WinWord (ver.2000 or higher) file. Since it is planned to present the abstracts at the conference in an abstract volume, we ask all participants to use the provided templates or to follow strictly the rules given below, to enable a common appearance of the abstract volume. 

The abstract should fit the margins as follows: top 3.0 cm, bottom 2.5 cm, left 3.5 cm, right 2.5 cm.
The title should reflect the overall aspect of the project or research. Format the title using “Title” style, i.e. font Times New Roman, 11 pt. size, bold, capital letters, left alignment. Write first names and surname of authors. Use “Author Names” style (Times New Roman, 11 pt. size, bold, left alignment). Separate the authors with a colon. Identify the presenting author with an asterisk (*). If more than one author is listed, use upper index numbers to match authors and institutions. List the authors' institutions, each with city, state or province, and country and format it using the “Affiliation” style: Times New Roman, 11 pt. size, italic, left alignment. Provide the e-mail address of corresponding author.

Present up to five keywords helping to identify the content of your contribution. Format using the “Keywords” style (Times New Roman, 10 pt. size, left alignment).

The overall length of the abstract including the graphics and references should not exceed 1 page of text formatted according to predefined styles in the template. Format of the “Abstract Body” text style:  Times New Roman, 11 pt. size, block alignment. The abstract body should be unstructured (without headings, subtitles, etc.). 

Maximum one graphic illustration (figure or table) is allowed, being placed at the end of the abstract. Place the figure heading under the figure, table heading over the table, format using the “Figure heading” or “Table heading” respectively (Times New Roman, 9 pt. size, left alignment). Any text in figures should be readable. Text in tables should be formatted as “Abstract body” text. 

Maximum file size allowed is 1 MB (including figure or table) due to easier upload of the abstracts. 

References marked in text as follows (Timko et al. 2006). List of references in alphabet order should be placed  at the end of the text. 

Acknowledgements: Presenting the Acknowledgements is optional, and follows after the abstract body and figure or table.  Format using the “Acknowledgements” (Times New Roman, 10 pt. size, Italic, left alignment) 
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
